· Be an eligible skater and current member of the USFSA and a home club member in good standing of a New Jersey Council member club.

· Be a full-time student entering the Junior or Senior year of High School in the fall of 2010. Applicant must be enrolled in a fully accredited secondary school, attend classes,                   and carry the minimum number of credit hours necessary to be a full-time student.

· Maintain at least a 3.4 GPA (based on a 4.0 scale) or a 93% (based on a 100% scale) during the last two years. 

· Must have competed in USFSA qualifying or non-qualifying competitions during the past season at the Intermediate, Novice, Junior, or Senior levels in any of the figure skating disciplines (singles, pairs, dance, or synchronized team skating) and/or have passed USFSA tests at the Intermediate, Novice, Junior, or Senior level.

Applicant must complete and submit the following by the due date:

1. Official NJCFSC Academic Honors Team Application. Application may be neatly printed, but the essay must be typed. 

2. An Official Copy of a high school transcript including grades through the last reporting period with ACT, SAT, or PSAT scores if available. Transcript must be mailed; faxes or copies will not be accepted.  Please ask the school to calculate weighted and /or un-weighted GPA.

3. A Resume or Curriculum Vitae including education, school honors and awards, skating accomplishments, extracurricular activities, leadership experience, and community service. (See the SAMPLE format provided.)

4. An Essay on one of the topics listed in this application. The essay should be no more than 500 words and MUST be typed. Please identify the essay topic you choose to use in the title.

5. The enclosed Media Release signed by your parent/guardian and a 5X7 head and shoulder portrait-style color photograph for publicity purposes.
